Course Objectives:
We will study child psychology from the prenatal period through adolescence. This will include how children grow physically, cognitively, socially and emotionally during infancy, childhood, and adolescence.

eLearn:
Students are responsible for signing up for eLearn.  Assignments for the class will be available through eLearn. All students will need to have Microsoft Word and working computer with Internet capability to complete assignments for this class. Computers on campus can also be used for assignments.

All lectures, articles and handouts will be on eLearn. These are available if you miss notes in class or to study for tests. Test, project and final grades will also posted on eLearn. 

Students have the option of printing out the lecture notes before class, so they can add to them during discussion (instead of rushing to copy down notes as they are presented). There is a lot of material to cover in class, so lectures do move quickly. You can use eLearn to if you did not get all of the notes from a PowerPoint slide.

Attendance:
Attendance will be taken in every class. Being in class helps you to learn the material and learn from each other. Participation in class facilitates everyone’s learning. Students are encouraged to add their experiences to our discussion.  Attendance and participation will be factored into your final grade. Good attendance will bring up your final grade (2 absences or less). A student that misses more than 9 classes will have their grade lowered by a half grade for the term.

If you are having a major medical or other type of issue that would require you to miss three consecutive classes, it is your responsibility to contact the professor, so she knows of your intent to remain in the class.

Exams: 70% of grade. There will be three tests for this class. The three tests will be on the text as well as topics taught in class. Each test will be 75 multiple-choice. There is a review sheet with a list of terms to study on eLearn. The final is not cumulative, but does include an essay on the debate topics. 

Projects: 30% of grade
Students have a choice of projects: 
a) Observe a preschool child between ages 3-6 for 5 hours and write a case study on the child’s development. (75 points) AND
b) Students will work in a small group to do a PowerPoint presentation on a topic of interest in child psychology. (25 points)
			OR
c)  Service Learning option is available to work directly with children for 15 hours. Students that pick this option do not need to do project A or B. (100 points)

Everyone does projects D and E:
d) Group debate project (50 points)
e) Chapter review sheets to help students apply information from chapters in their text (20 points total, 2 points each.)
		
Late Assignments: Students can hand in assignments late, but will lose 5 points per day. It is better to hand in an assignment late than to take a zero.

Make-up tests: Absence would need to be verified with a doctor’s note or proper documentation for your absence. Professor needs to be contacted within 24 hours of a test for a make-up exam. Make-up exams are essays, not multiple choice.

Extra Credit: There are ways to get extra credit in class. You can view extra credit options on eLearn. Please see professor for assistance.

Notebook Computers:
