T here are hundreds of volunteer programs available offering a wide range of 

positions, living situations and locations. You can choose to spend a few 

months or a few years working in the field of your choice, experiencing personal and 

professional growth and building a stronger community wherever you are serving. 

Some important questions to consider are: do my values match those of the pro-

gram I am considering; where do I hope to volunteer and for how long; do I want to 

live in community with other volunteers or by myself; do I want this experience to 

include a religious component; what kind of service do I wish to perform? 
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In 2009, Stonehill launched its own post graduate service program, International Extension, with sites in the Dominican 

Republic, Honduras and India. Stonehill graduates live in and serve the communities as an expression of Stonehillôs 

Catholic tradition. Volunteers help local children in a variety of ways based on the programôs core principles of service, 

simple living, community, and spirituality. Volunteers are also given the opportunity to use their unique talents, and 

graduates of any area of study are encouraged to apply.

HONDURAS 

In Guaimaca, Honduras, volunteers work at the 

Guaimaca Mission, consisting of a clinic, school 

and farm. Service volunteers work primarily as 

teachers but may also assume various other 

roles at the facilities including medical support, 

tutoring and assisting on the farm. No prior teach-

ing experience is necessary, however Spanish 

fluency and an interest in working with girls in 

grades 7-12 is required. The service term is 

January through November.  

INDIA 

Volunteers work as teachers at one or 

more K-12 schools operated by the Con-

gregation of Holy Cross in Tripura state, 

Northeast India. No prior teaching experi-

ence is necessary, nor is there a lan-

guage requirement; however an interest 

in teaching is essential. The service term 

is January through December. 
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DOMINICAN REPUBLIC 

In La Romana, volunteers work at Hogar 

del Nino, a daycare and school that 

serves over 1,500 children aged newborn 

to 18 years old. The various roles at the 

facility include daycare provider, early 

childhood curriculum development, after 

school programming, grant writing, and 

more. Spanish fluency and an interest in 

working with children is required. The 

service term is July through June.

During my time at Stonehill, I had been very involved in the HOPE trips and really  
enjoyed all the service work. I knew that after graduation (2008), I wanted to spend 
some time doing service work full-time.  I had heard of the program AmeriCorps NCCC 
and liked the different set-up of it from the other AmeriCorps programs. 
 
In AmeriCorps NCCC, members were put into teams of 10-12 people and travelled 
every 6-8 weeks doing new types of service work for an entire year. I applied with a 
friend and we were both accepted to the year-long program. We left for Sacramento,  
CA (where we were "stationed" for the year, kind of like a check-in between every  
project) in October.  We were put into teams and prepared to ship out. I was sent to five 
different places over the course of my year: Austin, TX to work with FEMA and place 
mobile homes to people affected by Hurricanes Ike and Gustav; Sacramento, CA to be 
teachers' aides at a K-6 elementary school; Silverton, OR to work on invasive plant  
species removal and wilderness clean-up; Hattiesburg, MS to rehab houses that still 
had not been fixed since Hurricane Katrina; and New Orleans, LA to build new houses 
with Habitat for Humanity.  
 
I truly loved each of the projects we did and still miss all the places I visited and all the 

friends I made along the way. I keep in touch with many of the close friends that I made, which is fun because we live all 
over the US, so they are people I never would have met if not for the AmeriCorps NCCC program. This really was one of 
the best experiences of my life and I would highly recommend it to anyone who is looking for adventure and who does not 
mind getting dirty!

Greetings from abroad! My name is Austin Matte. I graduated from Stonehill in 
May of 2009 and am currently serving in the Business Development Sector of 
Peace Corps in Nicaragua. Along with my local counterparts, my primary job is to 
plan and teach a basic business course to high school students, ages ranging 
from 15 to 22. Additionally, I take on secondary projects, which include every-
thing from advising small business owners, to coaching the soccer team at one 
of the four high schools where I work. 
  
After 11 weeks of training, I moved to the site in August of 2010 and that is 
where I will be until July of 2012. Training consisted of everything needed to suc-
cessfully adapt to living and working in a foreign culture. It mostly focused on 
language, though I also worked with a small business owner, a youth group, and 

even taught a few classes at local high schools. By the time I moved to the site, I was ready to take on anything that 
could be thrown at me. 
  
Since graduating, the Peace Corps has been exactly the experience that I wanted. It entails everything I desired to do; 
travel, improve my Spanish, better my professional career, and of course help others. Aside from being able to use my 
degree and enhance my professional experience, I have been able to improve my own personal experience too.
