	Capstone Requirements

	

	All Stonehill students are required to fulfill a capstone requirement in order to graduate.  For Gender Studies students, the capstone is fulfilled either by an internship or a directed study completed during the Junior or Senior year.  In either case, the capstone must include a substantial project that: 
· involves original research and/or analysis (Directed Study) or critical reflection (Internship);
· has a theoretical frame informed by gender and/or sexuality studies; and
· is supervised by an interdisciplinary committee of 2 – 3 Stonehill faculty members.
Prior to registering for the capstone internship or directed study, a student must have their proposed project and committee approved by the Gender Studies director(s).  All students will be expected to present on their capstone project at the end-of-year “social” organized by the Gender Studies Program.
