Stonehill College recently established a direct relationship the University of Glasgow in Scotland, the second oldest university in Scotland and one that consistently ranks among UK’s top universities.  The University of Glasgow offers students a friendly, vibrant and green campus setting.  
ACADEMICS

Students studying at the University of Glasgow are expected to enroll in the normal course load of 60 SCOTCAT, which is the University of Glasgow’s equivalent to 15 US credits.  Students generally take 3-5 courses per semester, depending on the department and level of the course.  Selected courses that are listed on the University of Glasgow’s Study Abroad Application Form are requested courses only, with final course selections to take place upon arrival.  Many courses have prerequisite requirements that are listed in the course descriptions. HOUSING AND MEALS

Once accepted into the program, students must complete the University of Glasgow’s online housing application.  Students are guaranteed University housing if all necessary documents are completed by the listed deadlines.  Housing options vary; however, most students choose to live in one of the university’s self-catered halls due to their proximity to campus.  In these halls students will live with other American and British students in either a single or double bedroom, with a common room and kitchen.  Students are within walking distance of campus and a grocery store.   All housing options are available online and requests can be made once students are accepted into the program.

APPLICATION AND ADMISSION PROCEDURES
Prior to applying to the University of Glasgow, Stonehill students must first complete Stonehill’s online application.  Upon approval by the Office of International Programs, students will complete the University of Glasgow’s application, which can be downloaded online.  Students will complete the University of Glasgow’s application and submit all supplemental materials directly to the University of Glasgow by the deadlines stated on their website:

Minimum GPA Requirement: 3.0 at the time of application.

UNIVERSITY OF GLASGOW STAFF

The University of Glasgow’s Study Abroad staff will secure housing accommodations, provide guidance on cultural activities and conduct an orientation program for visiting students at the beginning of each semester.  Students will also receive pre-arrival guidance and advice following acceptance.   The International Student Office at the University of Glasgow also offers a full range of student support services, such as Counseling Services, Health Services, Disability Support and social activities.  
TRAVEL AND ARRIVAL

Stonehill students are responsible for booking and paying for their round-trip flight to Scotland.  Students should plan to arrive in Glasgow on a date and time established by Stonehill and the University of Glasgow.   Once accepted, students will receive additional information with regard to travel and arrival in Scotland.  Upon arrival, students will make their way to their accommodations where they will receive a welcome letter from the study abroad office, detailing orientation activities.  
IMMIGRATION

Students who will be studying at the University of Glasgow for a semester generally apply for a Student Visitor Visa.  This visa allows you to study and remain in the United Kingdom for up to 6 months.  With this visa you cannot, however, participate in an internship, work or volunteer while in the UK.  There is no fee for this visa and you will apply for it and present paperwork upon entry into the United Kingdom (it is important to note that you cannot travel to the UK through the Republic of Ireland).   Once you arrive in the UK, in order to receive your Student Visitor Visa, you will need to show immigration authorities the following documentation:

· Passport (valid for six months after  the end of your program)

· Proof of a return flight out of the UK

· Visa letter from Stonehill College

· Acceptance letter from University of Glasgow

Following a review of your documents, the immigration official with stamp your passport with a valid Student Visitor stamp.
