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COURSE DESCRIPTION
This course will focus on an examination of juvenile delinquency in American society.  Topics included are historical background and “invention” of delinquency, social class differences, and the juvenile court system.  A social service perspective; reviewing and critically examining the social, health, and mental health services which have been utilized by this society in attempts to prevent or “treat” delinquent behavior.
 
INSTRUCTIONAL OBJECTIVES
By the conclusion of this course, students can be expected to: 
1. Understand the history and philosophy of the juvenile court over the past one hundred years.
2. Understand the fundamental aspects of the juvenile court proceedings.
3. Understand the principal etiology of juvenile delinquency as presented in the literature of the last two centuries.
4. Understand the current research with the objective of determining policy and planning. 
5. Preparing for the future of Juvenile Justice into the twenty-first century.

Attendance, Discussion and Class Participation:
Students are expected to attend all class periods, students who must miss class should contact instructor ASAP.  All Classes will use a seminar format to facilitate discussion. Students should come to class prepared to respond to discussion questions and raise questions of their own.  On several occasions throughout the semester, students will be asked to complete a two to three page personal reflection.  No letter grade will be given, but credit toward 15% will be given.

Class Presentations:
 Students will be prepared to present in class a 5 to 7 minute discussion on a topic to be approved by the instructor by March 5, 2009. Students should discuss research on a particular area or issue discussed in class or perhaps an area which the student has an interest.  Students may also discuss their experience in the class project/community service.  Students will need to reference at least three academic articles which correspond to the topic.  Presentations will be completed in class on the 30th of April.

Reaction Papers: Two position papers 15% each
The purpose of this assignment is to encourage critical analysis of course material.  Students learn how to identify underlying assumptions of scholarly writing and weigh the merits of arguments.   Students may synthesize materials from different disciplines and perspectives, drawing from the fields of psychology or education, as an example.  The professor will read and comment on each reaction paper so students have feedback throughout the course.  Use of a clear and concise writing style to show a critical evaluation of topic is strongly encouraged.  
Papers should be typed, double-spaced, 12 font.

Field observation:
Students will be required to spend a minimum of 4 hours at a community agency working with and observing at-risk, delinquent and/or incarcerated youth.  Instructor will offer several approved suggestions, students may facilitate their own placement with prior approval of instructor.  A five page observation paper will be due before the end of the semester.  Students should do some research regarding their observation placement, instructor will assist if necessary.  Students will write of their experiences either positive or negative, using their observation skills.
