Anthropology Society Constitution

Article I. Name


The name of the Association shall be Anthropology Society.

Article II. Purpose

A. Seeking knowledge in Anthropology, the branch of the social sciences devoted to the study of human culture in the past, present and future, and each of its four fields: Archaeology, Cultural Anthropology, Linguistic Anthropology, and Biological Anthropology.

B. Encouraging members to further investigate and examine anthropological issues and various cultures in informal settings, their future coursework, and study abroad experiences.

C. Encouraging intellectual curiosity, fostering the exchange of ideas, and providing a forum for discussion, debate, and socialization among anthropologists and future anthropologists.

D. Providing members and the Stonehill Community, with opportunities to learn more about Anthropology by hosting speakers, screening ethnographic films, and organizing fieldtrips to cultural events in the area.

E. Exploring and experiencing the culture of local ethnic groups in the Boston area by learning about their history, language, politics/economics, medicine and health practices, art/entertainment, cuisine, rituals, and traditions.

F. Performing service for the wider community by working in tandem with archaeologists and the Cemetery Committee of the Town of Easton to restore Easton’s historic cemeteries.

Article III. Membership

A. Any student pursuing a course of study relevant to Anthropology as well as any member of the Stonehill Community with an interest in anthropology may join the Anthropology Society.

B. Any student interested in membership may join the Anthropology Society by first attending an initial meeting and then completing all requirements of membership.

C. The requirements of Anthropology Society membership include attendance at weekly club meetings, assistance in planning club activities and programming, participation in club activities, and a clear understanding of the purpose and regulations of the club and SGA.
D. If necessary, members may be removed from the Anthropology Society based on a majority vote of the club or by choice in which all responsibilities, rights, and benefits of membership are terminated.

E. The benefits of Anthropology Society membership include the power to vote on all club matters and the opportunity to participate in all club activities and events. All Anthropology Society members have a voice in planning various programs that the club will make available to the Stonehill Community.
Article IV. Officers

A. The following positions will be the officers for the Anthropology Society:

a. President

i. The President will chair all meetings of the Anthropology Society.

ii. He or she will prepare an agenda for each meeting

iii. He or she will attend all meetings of the SGA House of Representatives or select a designate in his or her place.

iv. He or she will ensure the club is acting in accordance with all SGA and college policies, guidelines, and bylaws.

b. Vice President

i. The Vice President will aid the President in all of his or her club 

duties and specifically work to ensure that all Presidential actions are taken with the Anthropology Society’s purpose and the collective wishes of its members in mind. 
c. Treasurer 

i.    Will be responsible for having an understanding of all SGA financial policies and guidelines.

ii. Shall be responsible for creating the Anthropology Society’s budget, requesting all appropriate check requisitions from the SGA, making necessary requests for additional funding or reallocations, and all other actions pertaining to the finances of the club.

iii. The Treasurer shall update the club at every meeting as to action taken with respect to the Anthropology Society’s budget.

d. Secretary

i. Will be responsible for having an understanding of all SGA 

minutes, policies, and guidelines.

ii.   Will record and distribute minutes to all appropriate club members and SGA.

iii. Will have an understanding of all SGA posting policies.

B. Officers will be appointed through a process of nomination or self-nomination  

      and club vote.

C. Officers may be removed through a majority vote of the club.

D. Any Anthropology Society member in good standing who meets all the  

      necessary guidelines as set forth by the college and SGA for club participation 

      will qualify for potential officer appointment.
Article V. Advisor

A. The advisor will be selected by the officers of the Anthropology Society. The advisor should have an interest in and knowledge of anthropology.

B. The advisor shall be responsible for advising the club with respect to following college and SGA policies as well as assisting with club programs and activities as far as his or her expertise allows.

C. The advisor will be invited to attend and participate in any club meetings, programs, or activities that may take place.

Article VI. Meetings

A. The Anthropology Society will meet once each week.
B. In order for a meeting to occur a majority of club officers and members must be in attendance.

Article VII. Voting

A. A majority of Anthropology Society members must be present in order for a vote of occur.

B. A majority of those voting must vote “in favor” for something to pass.

Article VIII. Elections

A. Anthropology Society officer elections will be held at the end of each semester. Officers’ terms will begin at the start of the following semester and end at the close of said semester.

B. Elections will be held by means of a secret ballot.

C. Any club member or past officer in good standing may vote in elections.

D. A majority of club members must be present for an election to occur.

Article IX. Amendments

A. This constitution may be amended by a 2/3 vote of the Anthropology Society when at least a majority of members are present.

B. A bylaw may be created for the Anthropology Society when a majority of members vote in favor that the bylaw pass. A majority of club members must be present for this vote to occur. 
Article X. Indemnification and Disillusionment

Anthropology Society recognizes that the SGA of Stonehill College is not responsible or accountable for the actions of the members of the group, but reserves the right to sanction any group members or Anthropology Society as a whole. When Anthropology Society dissolves as an organization for any reason, all of its assets become the property of the Student Government Association of Stonehill College.
