The Stonehill Asian American Society 

Constitution

Article I. Name

The name of the Association shall be The Stonehill Asian American Society.  It shall further be referred to as “SAAS.”

Article II. Purpose

SAAS shall operate for the purpose of cultural awareness.

A. Our objective is to create a greater understanding and recognition of the Asian community at Stonehill College.  This will be done, not only through education, but also by activities and events.

B. In general, not just selectively the Asian American community, SAAS intends to promote awareness and respect of other cultures/ethnicities.

Article III. Membership

A. Anyone from the Stonehill community is eligible to become a member.

B. An individual can become a member by attending the first meeting or informing an executive board member of their interest in participating.

C. A member should attend a majority of the meetings and assist in the events sponsored by SAAS.  Members should also try to promote campus awareness of SAAS.

D. Members are removed if they fail to fulfill their duties as members and/or if they discontinue interest in participation of SAAS by vote of executive officers.

E. Members have the right to vote for new executive board members and upcoming activities.

Article IV. Officers

A. The positions available in SAAS are President, Vice-President, Treasurer, and Secretary.

B. Officers are voted at the end of the spring semester and put into office at the beginning of the following fall semester. 

C. Officers are removed through the process of voting.  The majority of the members have to be in agreement in order to follow through with removal of an officer.

D. An officer should possess leadership qualities and be responsible in maintaining the roles of an officer, i.e. as Secretary submitting the minutes.

E. As a whole, the officers hold separate meetings pertaining to them at their own discretion in order to choose the activities and events for SAAS.  The officers regulate when the events will take place as well as management of finances.

Article V. Officer Responsibilities

A. The President shall be responsible for calling and running all meetings, setting meeting times, places and all planning.  The President is also responsible for planning and setting up events.

B. The Vice-President is responsible for assisting the President in all of the above-mentioned duties.  If a President is not able to fulfill his or her duties, the Vice-President should assume the role of President until the President is able to return to his or her position.

C. The Treasurer shall be responsible for all budget proposals to SGA, all deposits, checking requisitions, record keeping, finances, knowledge of all SGA financial policies and guidelines, and all other financial matters pertaining to SAAS.

D. The Secretary shall be responsible for accurate minutes of all meetings and all incoming and outgoing correspondences.

Article VI. Advisor

A. The advisor(s) for SAAS can be a Stonehill College faculty member, staff member or administrator so that we will have a variety of opinions and concerns for SAAS.  The advisor(s) will not vote.

B. The advisor is there to oversee the progression of SAAS throughout the year.  Any questions are directed to the advisor from the officers.  

Article VII. Meetings

A. Generally meetings are bi weekly, however, they are subject to change according to the officers.

B. Two-thirds of SAAS should be present in order for a meeting to occur.

Article VIII. Voting

A. 75% of members must be present for a vote to occur.

B. Two-thirds of the members must vote “yes” in order for something to pass.

C. All members are eligible to vote.

D. Voting privileges are only revoked when a member is removed from SAAS.

Article IX. Elections

A. Elections are held at the end of the spring semester, preferably before finals.

B. Elections are held by secret ballot.

C. Any of the members including present officers are eligible to participate.

D. 75% of members must be present for an election to occur.

Article X. Amendments and Bylaws

A. Bylaws are added through the voting process in which all members are allowed to participate.  

B. The constitution is amended by a three-fourths vote of SAAS and is subject to SGA approval. 

Article XI. Indemnification and Disillusionment Clause

SAAS recognizes that the SGA of Stonehill College is not responsible or accountable for the actions of the members of the group, but reserves the right to sanction any group members or SAAS as a whole. When SAAS dissolves as an organization for any reason, all of its assets become the property of the Student Government Association of Stonehill College. SAAS is dedicated to following and abiding by the mission and policies set forth by SGA and Stonehill College.
