Hints for Scholarship Applications

• DO NOT WAIT UNTIL YOU HAVE BEEN ACCEPTED INTO A STUDY ABROAD PROGRAM TO START APPLYING FOR SCHOLARSHIPS. 

• MANY APPLICATIONS ARE DUE OVER ONE YEAR IN ADVANCE OF STUDYING ABROAD—before you even apply for your study abroad program—START EARLY!!!

• Make good use of your academic writing skills. Revise all essays and ask for feedback on your work. If possible, schedule an appointment with the Writing Center in Duffy 107. 

• Are you a good writer? Or perhaps a talented photographer?  Look for student travel writing and photography contests for extra funding ideas. The following are a few contests to be aware of:
